	The Patient and Carer Voice Network is a group of patients, carers, students and academics from across the region. Patients and carers from the network have been involved in health and social care education in a number of ways, including teaching communication skills, leading lectures and assessing students. 

Through previous work together the network has recognised that involvement not only impacts on the quality of student education, but also on the health and wellbeing of the patients and carers themselves. ALPS funding has allowed the network to undertake a narrative research project to investigate this further. As part of this research patients and carers have created stories of involvement, with an emphasis on the impact which involvement has had on them personally. During the workshop stories will be presented using a variety of multi-media, followed by feedback and discussion.

	Brief description of the session

	The ALPS CETL repository project (ACErep) has examined the requirements of a repository infrastructure in local, regional and national contexts to more effectively facilitate sharing and reuse of appropriately licensed medical teaching, learning and assessment material.

The project has sought to develop an infrastructure to enable academic staff at three institutions in the ALPS consortium (University of Leeds, Leeds Metropolitan & York St John) to easily deposit resources into their own institutional repository and ultimately to cross-search the repositories from a single interface.

	Who should attend

	There will be a demonstration of the prototype deposit tool / search interface and an exposition of related initiatives including the PORSCHE project (Pathways to Open Resource Sharing through Convergence in Healthcare Education), the NeLR (NHS eLearning repository) and Jorum (national repository service for HE / FE in the UK).

	Undergraduate students’ use of mobile devices for studying – can a tablet device enhance study habits?

	Brief description of the session

	Two projects involving iPad use in learning will present their work and plans. 

Neil Morris (University of Leeds) will describe the results of an innovative study to investigate students’ study habits and use of technology.  Fifty undergraduate participants from a range of programmes and levels in the Faculty of Biological Sciences at The University of Leeds completed a year long study to record and analyse study habits and use of technology in learning.  Results showed that students use a wide variety of technological solutions to extend and enhance their learning.  Twenty-five participants were issued with an Apple iPad for three months of the study to investigate the impact of this device on learning, engagement and study habits.  Results showed that iPad participants made extensive use of a wide range of apps to enhance their learning, using the device for up to 3 hours per day, both within taught classes and during private study.   This session will showcase a mobile device which can help students to achieve excellence in their studies.  

Sylvia Hepworth (University of Huddersfield) will outline the plans they have for introducing iPads into learning this year in the School of Human and Health Sciences.
